"Technology'meansthe following as providedunderthis JDL: (i) the sourcecodeand binary codefrom the
Referencémplementatior("RI") of the Java APIsfor XML based RPC Specification(the "Specification) andrelateddocumentationall asrevised,upgraded
and madeavailablehereunder;and (i) the associatedechnologycompatibility kit ("TCK") as revised,upgradedand madeavailable hereunder The TCK
containghe TCK documentationyser'sguide("TCK User'sGuide"), testtools andtestsuiteassociateavith the Specification asrevisedor upgradey Sunand
provided hereunderThe TCK is providedso that You may determineif Your implementationis compliantwith the Specification.The Specificationis not
includedwith the Technologyandis not licensedunderthis JDL. “Modifications meansany (i) changeor additionto or derivativeof the Technology;or (i) new
sourceor objectcodeimplementingthe Specificationfor the Technology"CommercialUse” means{i) Your useanddeploymenbf the RI and/orModifications
